Comparative adjectives and adverbs used with “mucho”
mejor better Esta pizza es mucho mejor que la otra. This pizza is much better than the other one.
peor worse Mi computadora es mucho peor que la tuya. My computer is much worse than yours.
mayor older, bigger Mi abuelo es mucho mayor que mi abuela. My grandfather is much older than my grandmother.
menor younger, smaller Tu eres mucho menor que mi hermano. You are much younger than my brother.
mas more Tengo mucho mas que tu. | have much more than you.
menos less Quiero mucho menos de lo que me diste. | want much less than you gave me.
antes before La funcion empezé mucho antes de que llegaras. | The performance started much ealier than you arrived.

IMPORTANT: When mucho mas or mucho menos is followed by a noun, mucho takes the
function of an adjective and therefore must agree in gender and number with the noun.
